3) New Optical Engine RPM Sensor Some users have difficulty getting a clean Engine RPM signal because of variations in the ignition systems between engines, like diesels, uneven firing engines like Harley Davidsons, etc. We now offer an optical sensor which triggers off a piece of reflective tape you place on a rotating component of the engine, like the damper or front pulley. It can be located up to 30 inches away from the target at an angle of up to 45 degrees to the tape. It has an alignment beam that lets you see it is shining directly on the tape.
