Hook up the USB cable from your USB logger to the computer, and a Found New Hardware message should
appear, as shown below, with the USB connect tone. You should also see a “USB communicating” LED light
on the box.

Also, Com Port #3 is somewhat special, and can cause problems if that is the one your DataMite has been
assigned to.
